9. The Chamber of Commerce will be solely in charge of selling all Beverages –including but not limited to:Water and Soda Pop beverages, and Beer/Wine sales. No Exceptions 

10. Food Vendors must have Food Handlers Permit and Temporary Vendor Permit

booth vendors will not hold the Chamber of Commerce liable or responsible for 

accidents, incidents, wrong doings, lost, damaged or stolen items.
